Ron & Kathy Jackson  -  Senior Chapter Educators 
 

We attended the Region A rally last weekend in Perry, FL.  This afforded us the opportunity to meet with 
educators and other officers.  Many of us took this time to discuss some of the happenings within our 
organization.  Some of the items discussed related to rallies and how the attendance is not as good as had been in 
the past.  The consensus was that some of the people are tired of the same things, food, games, and poker runs as 
others have held.  Other comments were made that many of today’s riders don’t seem to want to ride as much as 
the old timers did.  This might be the same as when your parents or grandparents would tell you how rough they 
had it when they were young.  They had to walk to school 5 miles each way and they were both uphill.  We have 
noticed that we don’t seem to have the participation at rallies.  Chapter M is usually in attendance in force, but 
some of the other chapters that we would see all of the time are either not there or significantly less than before. 
 The main focus for me was when we discussed the state of Rider Education.  We are truly fortunate that 
we live in the same area as one of the main training locations.  It also helps that one of our members owns this 
school and keeps us informed of openings.  Chapter M does have a very good record for sending our members 
through the various training classes.  Other areas are not as fortunate and they have to either travel a great 
distance to attend a class or try to have enough members sign up that a course can be held at a remote location 
for them.  Those of us in Levels II, III, and IV are required to complete a training course at least every 3 years to 
renew our Levels.  This may not seem like a lot, but some of our members in other states may wait 1 – 2 years 
for a slot to be come available and then they may pay a significant amount of money out of their own pocket to 
take to course.  Florida is the only state that has free Rider Education classes and this is only because of the 
money raised selling tickets for the Gold Wing raffled every year at the District Rally. 
 It was recently announced that Florida was selected as having the best Rider Education in GWRRA.  
This is because of what all we have available.  The problem that I see with this is that many of our members are 
not taking advantage of all that we have.  Florida is not close to being number 1 in the percentage of members 
enrolled in Rider Safety.  Less than ½ of Florida’s members participate in this, even though the cost is minimal.  
Chapter M has all except the very newest members signed up.   
 GWRRA has many things to offer to all of us, we just have to decide what is important to us.  Safety is 
always one of our primary goals and participation in the Levels programs encourages us to keep all of our 
training current.  It isn’t all about rider training either.  We have First Aid and CPR classes given.  These could 
be very important as the age of our organization continues to increase.  There are also co-rider seminars, team 
riding, road captain, and other such course.   
 Keep all of these ramblings in mind when you are asked to participate, whether in a game at a rally, 
training courses, or to become one of our officers.  You only get out of an organization as much as you put into 
it. 
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   It has been a hot summer so not much riding going on- but planning has started for FL1-M 25th 
anniversary party and charity celebration on Saturday February 3, 2007. Be ready to help when you are 
asked!
