 Perceptions 
 
 A perception covers a lot of territory.  What we will attempt to focus on is what the non-motorcyclist has 
as their perception of a motorcyclist.  We are constantly fighting the battle that we are all members of Hell’s 
Angels or other similar motorcycle gang.  There are people out there that think that because you ride a bike, and 
then you must be part of one of these gangs.  The worst part is some of the motorcycle riders think the same 
thing of riders who have Harley Davidsons.  I remember years ago when someone I know and his wife were out 
for a ride on their Japanese made bike and stopped for a break.  While they were there a large group of Harley 
riders arrived.  This couple thought they were going to be harassed or worse.  They Harley riders started 
dismounting and what they saw were a bunch of middle aged or older riders.  They ended up speaking to this 
group and found out that they were very nice.  This is one instance where there were misperceptions about bikers 
within our own community. 
 What type of perceptions do non-motorcyclists have about us?  Some undoubtedly feel that all we are 
doing is interfering with their right to travel without the motorcyclists being in their way.  There is not a lot that 
we can do to persuade these individuals that we have as much right to be on the highway as they do.  What we 
can do is to try and convince the majority of the motorists that we are respectful of their rights and only ask that 
they respect ours. 
 What comes to mind is the type of public relations that we can do every time we ride.  When someone 
wants to merge into the lane you can change lane positions (if it is possible) and allow them in.  They are likely 
to remember this act as a positive encounter with a biker.  What we don’t want to tell them is that we are actually 
moving out of their way so they don’t run us over!   
 Another experience was when someone stopped beside us at a traffic light and asked us about the 
flashing headlight.  We spent some time telling her what the modulating headlight is for and this helped her 
understand this safety feature.  As it turned out she did have some relatives that rode, however she didn’t ride 
herself.  We saw her at several more traffic lights along the route.  She finally turned off the road, but as she did 
she blew the horn and waved at us. 
 Around this same time I was coming home from a meeting (I was in my truck this time) and was 
traveling in the middle lane of US 19.  I saw a crotch rocket approaching on the right hand side and he was not 
going to have room to get around me before he would get too close to the slow moving vehicle in the right lane.  
I didn’t look for a second and then some movement caught my eye.  The crotch rocket had moved over onto the 
shoulder and was passing the slower moving vehicle.  The bike then cut across the three lanes of traffic and was 
slowed in the left hand lane.  The biker turned and looked back (not in the mirrors, but turned his body about 
halfway around).  He evidently didn’t see anything to concern him, so he then went between the cars in the left 
and middle lane.  He did stay right on the dotted lines and was not that close to either vehicle. 
 What I see from this is that this individual in a hurry to get somewhere has added to the negative 
stereotype that motorcyclists have.  This is what we are constantly striving to avoid, yet the act of this one 
person has negated many positive experiences that other motorists have had with bikers. 
 In closing we will ask all of you to try and project our best positive image at all times.  
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   It has been a hot summer so not much riding going on- but planning has started for FL1-M 25th 
anniversary party and charity celebration on Saturday February 3, 2007. Be ready to help when you are 
asked!Just a reminder that several of our members (9 at last count) are going on a cruise Jan 19, 2007 to 
Panama, Costa Rica and Belize.
