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 Guidelines for Team Riding  

Ron & Kathy Jackson  -  Senior Chapter Educators 
 

 There are several guidelines for us to observe when riding together.  These are the basic strategies our chapter uses 
during our rides.  There is a formal GWRRA team riding seminar that we can present if everyone would like to attend. 

1. Be a “Good” team member.  By this we mean for everyone to work to the best of their ability to ensure the safety 
and protection of the team members.  This includes maintaining a safe interval between riders, a minimum of 1 
second from the rider in the opposite track and a minimum of 2 seconds behind the rider in your track.  It is 
important to maintain this spacing and not “Rubber Band”, which requires members in the back of the group to 
vary their speed significantly. 

2. Anyone not wishing to ride with the team should space themselves away from the team. 
3. Each team should consist of not more than 5 motorcycles.  We as a chapter have decided that we could ride with 

up to 8 motorcycles in a team, if the leader and tail gunner are amendable. 
4. The team will have a leader and tail gunner with a working CB radio.  Riders without CBs should be interspersed 

with riders with CBs. 
5. Normal riding should be in a staggered formation within the travel lane.  There are reasons that will require the 

team to revert to a single track; however the majority of the ride will be staggered.  Even while riding in staggered 
each rider can use the entire lane while negotiating a corner. 

6. When entering a highway we will merge with the flow of traffic and regroup once all members are moving.  The 
tail gunner should not attempt to block traffic to allow the team to enter as a group.  This practice is illegal and 
could result in serious consequences to the tail gunner. 

7. When traveling on a multilane highway we will refer to each lane as right or left.  With three lanes we will 
designate as right, middle, or left.  When more than three lanes we will call for one lane either left or right. 

8. When passing a vehicle on a two lane road each individual bike will ensure that the lane is clear and passes on 
their own.  The lead bike should maintain speed until a safe space is available for the other bikes to return to the 
travel lane. 

9. Lane changes on multiple lane highways are typically initiated by the leader requesting a change.  The tail gunner 
will then “secure” the lane and call for the lane change.  The team should move over when the leader starts 
moving, this is after they turn their head and verify that the lane is clear.  When conditions do not allow this type 
of maneuver the leader or tail gunner will call for either a front to rear or rear to front.  This is especially important 
when moving from the passing lane to travel lane on an interstate.  When faster moving vehicles see that a team is 
moving over they are less likely to be impatient and attempt to cut between the tail gunner and the slower moving 
vehicle. 

10. Compress the team as much as possible when stopped at a traffic light or stop sign. 
11. The leader should always start out first, and then follow with the second, etc.  Some of us do get impatient, 

however you need to wait the little longer to allow the bike in front of you to clear.  You will not get to the 
restaurant any sooner than the team. 

12. When we reach a parking lot the leader should attempt to find a location where all of the bikes can park together.  
The leader should then pull up and be ready to back into the space, but does not move until the next bike is stopped 
beside them.  The leader can then start backing into their space, but the second bike does not move until the next 
bike has come to a stop.  It is disconcerting to have one bike moving forward while another bike is backing up. 

These are the basic guidelines we use when riding.  Another point to add to this is when traveling on an Interstate it is 
not a good idea to slow down to allow traffic to merge.  When this happens the tail gunner typically has to slow down 
significantly more than the other members and this places them in a hazardous situation.  The optimum solution is to move 
our of the merge lane and allow the vehicle to merge, however this is not always possible.  You as a rider then must 
attempt to let the merging vehicle know that you are beside them, typically by blowing your horn.  There are instances 
when you must slow down to prevent injury to yourself. 

Ride Safe and ride as a “Team” not as a group.
