 We are all guilty of not paying enough attention to the road.  Distractions come in various forms 
including the one we hear about the most and that is our cell phones.  Only a few of us have cell phone 
capabilities on our bikes, therefore this is not a major problem for us.  We do have several others and that 
includes our radios, both for music and CB.  These do take our minds from the simple task of keeping us heading 
down the road in the proper position and speed.  There is also the conversation that we have with our co-riders 
that sometimes requires a lot of concentration and this can a distraction. 
 I don’t know how many of you will admit to traveling down the road and all of a sudden thinking how 
did I get here?  The one that plagues me is when I find myself entering a turn at a higher rate of speed than I 
would prefer.  This then requires using more of the skills learned at an ERC.  The important item is to not panic 
when this happens, but to ask yourself what you need to do to negotiate the corner without doing harm to 
yourself, co-rider, or your bike.   

What can happen if you happen to run off of the road and onto the shoulder during this maneuver?  The 
first thing you need to do is to get your bike in a more upright position because typically the shoulders do not 
provide the traction of the road surfaces.  Do not attempt to re-enter the road until you have had the opportunity 
to slow down and also to determine if there is a large elevation change between the two surfaces.  A larger 
difference in heights will require you to re-enter the road at more of a perpendicular angle to avoid possibly 
loosing control of your bike. 

The aforementioned pertains to what happens in a curve, but this type of event can also occur by drifting 
out of your track and onto the shoulder.  This is more likely to occur if you are riding the in right track.  The 
above distractions can cause you to loose your concentration and find yourself off of the road.   

Now I have mentioned what happens if you go off of the road and onto a paved shoulder.  We also have 
to consider that there could be a lot of loose material on the shoulder, or in case there may only be dirt.  If you 
find yourself off of the road in these conditions you don’t want to make any movements that will take away from 
your traction.  Do not apply the brakes, but gradually let the bike slow down.  Do not attempt to reenter the 
highway until you have slowed enough so that you can safely negotiate an entrance.  Remember that you will 
need to be more perpendicular to the road surface when regaining the pavement. 

I have seen where the dirt on the side of the road is severely rutted and this will create a significant 
hazard.  You should try to avoid these ruts if possible, however this is easier said than done.  The one saving 
grace is that typically the ruts are running parallel to our direction of travel.  If you are traveling parallel to the 
rut you can easily slip down in and you will likely fall down.  If the rut is deep enough you might even drag the 
bottom of your bike, but at least this will slow you down! 

Remember to pay attention when riding, but if you find yourself in the above situation, then try to 
remember what you have learned in our courses or possibly from a past experience.  We can hope that the hard 
earned experiences did not result in an accident, but too frequently they do.
