Motorcyclist Safety is a two way street

As May is National Motorcycle Safety Awareness Mah, it seems a good time to remind motorists to safely shatde road

with motorcycles.

According to data from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, motorcyclists account forone of every 10 roa

fatalities in the United States every year and th@sstatistics have been rising steadily the past &igyears. In 2005, 4,553 motor-
cyclists died in highway crashes.

For obvious reasons, motorcycle riders don't farevell in a crash.

"Research shows that approimately 80 percent of motorcycle crashes injre or kill a motorcycle rider, while only 20 percent of
passenger car crashes injure or kill a driver or pasenger in their vehicle:” said Col. Chris Knight & the Florida Highway
Patrol.

The Florida Department of Transportation hopes motaists will be more vigilant in the spring and summer and take the ime
to look twice for motorcycles. when pulling out ond roadways, merging and making turns.

Motorcycles can easily become lost in blind spotsd road glare.

"With warmer weather here, even more motorcycles are on the roads,” said Marianne Trussell, DO Chief safety officer
"Drivers of passenger vehicles need to be extra ate Motorcycles are often difficult to see, so pegae in other | vehicles need t
really look out for them.”

The DOT recommerds that drivers consistently check mirrors and blird spots for motorcycles before entering or leaving
lane of traffic and at intersections.

The DOT's best advice for motorcycle operators: Assme that you're invisible to other motorists and orate your vehicle
accordinaly.
