 I think most of us are old enough to remember the song “The Wanderer”.  I propose making some 
changes to the lyrics and make it applicable to group riding.  In the song they refer to roaming from town to 
town, but with us it is roaming from track to track.  When someone does this it has a direct impact on the person 
in front and behind them.  The person who changes tracks has themselves following too close to the bike in front 
and the person behind must slow down to keep space between the bikes.  This impacts all of the riders to the 
tailgunner as they react to the bikes in front slowing down.  This does not mean that you cannot use the entire 
lane to position yourself to enter and exit a turn!  At this point everyone should reposition themselves and 
the bikes behind are prepared for this and you should slow down enough to keep the proper spacing from 
the bike in front. 
 This is only one way that riders wander during a ride.  Some of them will not maintain a uniform spacing 
and sometimes will drop back significantly.  When this happens all of the bikes in the back must slow down and 
when the wanderer realizes that they have dropped back all must accelerate to catch up.  Normally this is 
referred to as the “rubber band effect” and some of this is normal.  No one of us will always maintain a perfect 
spacing and changing our speeds to compensate for this is expected.  The problem comes about when someone 
drops back a lot and there are 4 or more bikes behind them.  The tail gunner can then have to significantly 
increase their speed in order catch the group. 
 We have also observed riders who will sway their bikes in the middle of the group, maybe grooving to 
“The Wanderer”.  But whatever the reason this will result in the riders behind looking for a hazard that the 
person is front is swerving to miss.  If this happens often enough, then we might be subjected to the “Boy Who 
Called Wolf” syndrome and not react in time and hit a hazard. 
 I know that from time to time I will notice that I am not in the proper position and we are normally the 
tail gunner.  We are not constrained to one track during a ride and will position ourselves to provide the 
maximum visibility for both ourselves and the group.  We are supposed to maintain the same spacing as the 
balance of the group, but again I have noticed when I will drop back further than I should. 

It is easy to lose focus during the ride and start to wander, but when this happens it probably is time to 
ask for a rest stop.
