Rider Levels—Level || Extravaganza

This article is old hat for some, but hopefully eveyone can find something of interest. | hope the
the newer members have noticed the Level patchesathmany of us are wearing on our vests. The Rid
Ed levels are broken into 4 categoriesLevel I, I, 1ll, and IV (commonly referred to as “Master Tour
Rider”). Each level has its own requirement that ecompasses all of the previous requirements a
additional commitments.

Level | is entitled “Safety By Commitment and is the entry step irto the Rider Ed program. All of
our members should be at least Level I. If you areot, then we have an application and we will compte
this requirement now. The requirements for this leel are to commit to ride safely and send $6.00 aig
with your application. The chapter makes a better offer with tls and we will pay the $6.00. You will als
receive a “Safe Mile” patch, rocker, and mileage mi. You need to provide me with the number ¢
accident free miles you have ridden since joining @RRA. There is no renewal required for this level.

Level Il is entitled “Safety By Educatior? and, as the title suggests, you are required todve som
Rider Training. The requirements are to be enrollé in Level I, have a current motorcycle endorsemel
on your driver’s license, must have completed an ggoved rider course within the last 3 years. CdRider
must have completed a rider course or attended a GRider seminar within the last 3 years. Last you wi
need to submit $5.00 per participant. There is naenewd fee for this level, however you must ste
current in your rider/co-rider training.

Level Il is entitled “Safety By Preparednessand includes all of the previous requirements an
both Rider and Co-Rider must have a current CPR orFirst Aid Card. Both must wear protective riding
apparel, carry a First Aid Kit on motorcycle, and again you will need to submit $4.00 per participan
There is no renewal fee for this level; however yomust stay current in your rider/co-rider and CPR or
First Aid training.

Level IV (Master Tour Rider) is entitled “Safety By Enhanced Commitment and Preparedne’s
The requirements are you have to be a Level Il forat least one year and have driven (ridden for Co-
Rider) at least 25,000 safe miles. The applicantuat have boh a current CPR and First Aid Card, mee
all of the previous requirements, and submit the ampleted application along with $35.00. There is r
renewal fee for this level; however you must stayuerent in your rider/co- rider, CPR, and First Aid
training.

There are some additional steps within the Master pgram. You can become a Senior Maste
Grand Master, and finally Life Master. You may ask “Why should | spend the time and money t
become a Master Tour Rider?” Pride is probably thenumber one motivabr; you want to do this becaus
one of your friends is already at this level. Youwlso are given some really nice patches to place gaur
vests. There is also peer recognition and the sensf belonging. There are currently about ¢ 7% of all
Florida members who have obtained their “Masters”.

Will having any of these education levels preventou from having an accident? | think we will al
recognize that the answer is NO. What they can dis to help you to be prepared if you ever are face
with a frightening experience. One of the greatest hopas that the training will allow you to miss the
accident.
