November was a busy month and things won’t be slamg down any time soon. We thought
we would take this opportunity to explain some ofhie events that have taken place recently and
some that are coming up. We have many new membersat may not fully understand why we
have done some things.

Several of the local triathlons ask us to help the with the media and their judges. The
judges and photographers ride on the backs of ourikes so that they can keep up with the bicycle
riders. In return for our members donating their time and gas, we are paid by the triathlon. The
money generated from the triathlons goes into ourl@apter bank account.

The Ride for Kids is a fundraiser for the Pediatrc Brain Tumor Foundation. PBTF is a
non-profit organization that raises funds for reseach, aids families with medical and emotional
support. and even provides scholarships for theseelN deserving kids. Most of us in our chapter
have kids or grandkids. Every day 9 children will ke diagnosed with a brain tumor. 76% of those
kids will be under the age of 15. Brain tumors arethe leading cause of cancer deaths from
childhood cancer. If we are lucky none of our kidsor grandkids will ever have to face a brain
tumor. PBTF is rated a 4 star charity by Charity Navigator. The definition of a 4 star charity is
one that exceeds industry standards and outperformeiost charities in its cause. Remember that
chapter bank account? Our chapter pays the $35 regiration for each of our members to
participate in the Ride for Kids. Trust us, if you participate one time you will be hooked.

On a lighter note, lit bike parades. Every weeketh leading up to Christmas has some sort of
lit bike ride. The one that you don’t want to missis Mingle Jingle with chapter FL1-S on Dec 6.
The ride will take us through mobile home parks inZephyrhills. The residents of the parks look
forward to seeing us come through with our lights ad decorations.

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At the November general meeting, | asked forahations for the Turkey Lady, who donates
turkey dinners to the needy. The chapter’'s donatios totaled $1000.00 and | thank you for your
support. Briefly | want to tell you a little about her organization and how much this Thanksgiving
charity provided this year.

Robin started this grass roots organization 1¥ears ago because she felt that many people
donate to charities at Christmas, but that those wih needs are often forgotten at Thanksgiving.
She wanted to help the community that has been godd her, so she collects contributions from
friends and family to purchase dinners for the holilay. Once the funds are collected, she matches
them from her own pocket. Then she purchases as manlinners for four that the funds will buy.

A dinner for four consists of one turkey (15-20 I§, one box of stuffing mix, and two cans of
vegetables. This food then goes to the Salvation Ay for distribution. The Salvation Army was
chosen, rather than other food banks, because thenly distribute food to those that prove they
are in need.

Robin has matched donated funds two for onersie 9-11-01 because they felt the need to do
more. So the $1000.00 that we donated bought $3000.0f food. Robin collected a little over
$11,000.00, and with her matching funds, spent ove$33,000.00 on groceries. This bought 2905
dinners for four and provided for many that may not otherwise have had a decent holiday meal.

Donations this year were way down, most thinkue to the slow economy. The Salvation Army
was very short for the Thanksgiving dinners this yar and was so thankful we came through. This
was all possible due to your generosity. In fifteeyears this has grown from 11 turkeys to 2905
complete dinners. Next year | hope we can help Rabset another record.

Another sponsor should also be noted here. Plisb Supermarkets is where all the food is
purchased and they give us a break on price, provalstorage for warehousing of products, and
handle the logistics by delivering the tractor traler load to the Salvation Army. The staff and
management go out of their way to help with this poject, plus many Publix employees
volunteered their time to help distribute the food.This charity would be nearly impossible with-
out help from Publix Supermarkets.

Robin called and wanted me to pass on her thks and her appreciation for our help. I
responded with our thanks for her allowing us to bea part of this charity. Likewise, | personally
want to thank all of you that donated for helping aworthy cause and making others’ holidays
more enjoyable. We can be proud that we made a bigipact in helping to feed over 11,000 people
this Thanksgiving. Happy holidays!
