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Ride for Kids�

 November is upon us and may be here by the time you read this.  Again your chapter is paying for 
everyone to participate in the Ride for Kids (RFK).  The money raised from this event is for the Pediatric 
Brain Tumor Foundation of the US.  This charity is one of the unique ones, over 90% (it is somewhere close 
to 97%) of the money raised is used for research and for assisting families with this disease.  How can so 
much of the money raised be used this way?  Simple-almost everything for the Ride is donated, including 
the Honda motorcycle being given away!  Honda has been a big supporter of this cause for many years now 
and donates a motorcycle for each event. Several are even Gold Wings, but not at our event.  Many of our 
members have found ways to raise money. Check with Bill & Margie Miller a nd Lucy.  They each donate 
above and beyond what the chapter does.�

 The Ironman triathlon is coming up the second weekend of November.  Our chapter has come 
through again and we have enough volunteers for the day.  These triathlons are a primary source of income 
for the chapter, and provide us with the means to pay for the RFK event.  The riders who participate give 
up a day and even arise quite early so that we can be there for the start of the race.�

 The last thing I wanted to cover was about our group ri ding.  Sometimes we have looked a little 
ragged from the tail gunner position.  Remember when we are changing lanes the tail gunners secures the 
lane and then calls for the group to signal, look, and move to the appropriate lane.  This does not apply 
when we are doing a front to rear or rear to front change.  These are special occasions and are typically 
only used in interstate highways.�

 Another item is to remind everyone to exit the road as rapidly as possible so that the tail end of the 
group is not left stopped on the highway.  This sometimes entails traveling entirely around a gas station 
before finding a parking place.  Safety must always be considered and we don’t want to have riders stopped 
on a busy highway, too likely to be hit from the rear.�

 The last item to mention is the proper way to park our bikes.  We want to pull up and stop, wait for 
the next bike to pull up and stop and then the first bike can start backing into the parking spot.  The idea is 
to not have two motorcycles side by side in motion.  This can create a visual hazard and may result in one 
obtaining the coveted “I dropped my Bike” pin.�

 We will be scheduling another “Road Captain / Team Riding” seminar, but likely not until after the 
first of the year.  There is an “Accident Scene Management” seminar being presented on November 16th, 
time 1:30 PM at the FOP Lodge in Seffner.  We can ride over together if anyone is interested in attending.
