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POSITIONING AND SPEED FOR CORNERS 
  

Every sunny weekend, on all the favorite curvy motorcycle roads around the country, a few motorcyclists 
splatter themselves into the roadside. If the police happen upon the accident and make out a report, the offi-
cial reason is usually “excessive speed for condition.” 

  I remember a incident in which I was following a rider I’ll call BIG H D, who was cruising at what I per-
ceived to be the edge of the speed/traction envelope. When I observed a blind corner ahead that appeared to 
be tighter than the other, I backed off. The turn looked really tight, and the road apex was at the top of a 
small hill. I braked harder, thinking , HOLY SCHNITZEL! I can’t believe BIG H D can keep it on the road, 
diving into such  a tight turn at warp speed .when I round the turn , H D had already disappeared . I was 
dumbfounded that he had been able to make that tight turn and then accelerate fast enough to be gone 
around the next corner.  

  Then I saw a flash of color in the bushes as I rode by and realized that H D hadn’t made the turn, he had 
launched himself into the bushes as the bike lifted up on the suspension and the tires lost traction. Luckily, 
he managed to miss the big trees and stumps, and was abe to limp home with only sprains and bruises after 
several other riders helped to put his bike back up onto the road. 

  That story illustrates how different riders judge cornering speeds differently on the same road. You need to 
remember that you’re in charge of your bike, not the other guys. One big trick to riding fast is to get on the 
brakes RIGHT NOW when the sight distance closes up or the corner looks like it might have some sur-
prises. You can’t depend on other riders to keep speed within the physics of the situation. If you allow your-
self to get suckered into following other, you could be following them into a ditch. 

  One big issue on twisty roads is getting good information about the shape of the road ahead. Approaching 
turns on twisty back road, you can improve the view by moving over to the outside of the turn. That is, a 
left-hander, move over to the right edge of the lane. Approaching a right-hander, start your lean-in from a 
location closer to the centerline. 

 It may not seem like much, but being able to see the road ahead one or two seconds sooner gives you that 
much more time to set up for what’s about to happen.  The sooner you can make a prediction about the 
curve, the earlier you can get set up. 

  Let’s also note that even if you have the talent and traction to stay on the road at high speeds, there are of-
ten hazards lurking around blind corners.  You might be suddenly faced with a sand or gravel in the road, a 
truck halfway over the centerline.  I’m not going to suggest how fast you should ride that’s between you 
and the boys in blue.  But I will suggest that if you prefer to do your 
riding on a bike rather than in an ambulance, it’s important to adjust 
your speed to how much road you can see ahead as well as to your 
real-life stopping abilities

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     Thanksgiving Charity  
 

 At the November general meeting, I asked for donations for the Turkey Lady, who donates turkey 
dinners to the needy. The chapter’s donations totaled $1000.00 and I thank you for your support. Briefly I 
want to tell you a little about her organization and how much this Thanksgiving charity provided this year. 

 Robin started this grass roots organization, 16 years ago; because she felt that many people donate 
to charities at Christmas, but that those with needs are often forgotten at Thanksgiving. She wanted to help 
the community that has been good to her, so she collects contributions from friends and family to purchase 
dinners for the holiday. Once the funds are collected, she matches them, from her own pocket. Then she 
purchases as many dinners for four that the funds will buy. A dinner for four consists of, one turkey (15-20 
lb.) one box of stuffing mix, and two cans of vegetables. This food then goes to the Salvation Army for dis-
tribution. The Salvation Army was chosen, rather than other food banks, because they only distribute food 
to those that prove they are in need. 

Robin has matched donated funds two for one since 9-11-01, because they felt the need to do more. 
So the $1000.00 that we donated bought $3000.00 of food. Robin collected a little over $11,000.00, and 
with her matching funds spent over $33,000.00 on groceries. This bought 2950 dinners for four and many 
that may have not had a decent holiday meal were provided for.  

Donations this year were way down, most think due to the slow economy. The Salvation Army was 
very short for the Thanksgiving dinners this year and was so thankful we came through. This was all possi-
ble due to your generosity. In sixteen years this has grown from 11 turkeys to 2950 complete dinners. Next 
year I hope we can help Robin set another record. 

Robin called and wanted me to pass on her thanks and her appreciation for our help. I responded 
with our thanks for her allowing us to be a part of this charity. Likewise, I personally want to thank all of 
you that donated for helping a worthy cause and making others holidays more enjoyable. We can be proud 
that we made a big impact in helping to feed over 12,000 people this Thanksgiving.
