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Accident Scene Management 
 
 
 All of you are aware of the accident that occurred on the way to Mingle and Jingle in 
December.  I am not going to discuss what happened, except to say that it was caused by a 
truck pulling out in front of the group that requir ed the riders to practice their ERC with 
maximum braking and swerving.  What I want to write is about how the members of our 
chapter performed. 
 The first riders at the scene pulled off the road and parked their bikes in a safe 
manner and then went to check on JR and Jeannie.  There were several bikes in the front 
and they were a little further along when they received the call about a bike down.  They did 
the correct procedure and found a safe place to pull over and then called on the cell phone 
to see what had happened.  It is best if the riders in front do not attempt to return to the 
scene as they could become another accident.   

A driver from one of the cars was already on the phone and calling 911 by the time we 
had parked our bikes.  Jack went out and started directing traffic around the scene and Lisa 
(Jack & Janet’s daughter) took pictures initially with her cell phone and then borrowed 
Sue’s camera and recorded everything.  A nurse came by the scene and wanted to remove 
Jeannie’s helmet but our member’s did not allow this to happen. 

We did have with us the medical book with all of the information, however this was 
not needed since they were both conscious and could reply for themselves.  This is a great 
tool that medical personnel could use in an emergency. 

I know many of our members have participated in the Accident Scene Management 
seminar and everyone knew what to do and it is comforting to know that our members will 
be there if something happens. 

Thanks to all of Chapter FL1-M for another great year and hope that 2009 will be 
even better for everyone.
