SAFE RIDING TIPS

| hope these tips will be of some help. Thesedngsbased on riding principles we teach in our BRE
other GWRRA Riding courses. To get more informatiegarding these tips and to practice them under
controlled conditions, enroll in an ERC or TRC ciat your next available opportunity.

CORNERING: Cornering or turning the motorcycle asrething many riders have some difficulty with.
There are four main principles involved in corngrin

SLOW : Reduce speed as needed before entetumg. Rolling off the throttle and/or using thieakes,
sometimes downshifting to a lower gear, will acctisipthis. The important point is to set up foe tiarn
by establishing a good entry speed, which is adtes won't require you to slow while in the turn.

LOOK: Search through the entire turn and keayr gyes moving as far thru the turn as possible.
Evaluate the entire turn as soon as possible. kmogurface conditions, sharpness of the turn,carmstall
traffic conditions, so you have time to make dexisiabout speed and position. Sometimes turniog yo
head in the direction of the turn helps in keemrgpod visual picture.

PRESS: To initiate motorcycle lean, press &ydwon the handgrip in the direction of the tuflinis is
referred to as counter steering ( The front wheeflly points in the opposite direction of the turRe-
member the motorcycle has to lean to turn effeltiveor trike riders, point the front wheel in tbeec-
tion you want to go.

ROLL: Roll on the throttle to keep from losiageed, unless you identify trouble or entered e with
too much speed. Maintaining or slightly increadimgpttle will help you stabilize the motorcyclasspen-
sion. Try to avoid rapid acceleration or deceleratvhen in a turn.

Roads that have a lot of curves can be great funléo but improperly done can be harmful. Crasidies
show that running off the road, usually in a cua;ounts for about 37% of total motorcycle fatedi
Watch for areas of reduced visibility and adjustespaccordingly to have an additional safety margin
