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There are thousands of Motorcycle Clubs & Riding Clubs (MC/RC) across the country with-
memberships open to Veterans, Women, Law enforcement, Fire Dept, etc.

- 1% Clubs (aka one percenters) are generally thought of as “outlaw biker gangs”
This comes from an incident in Hollister, CA back in 1947 and a statement
made by the AMA that “99% of motorcyclists are law abiding citizens”

- 3 piece patch
Top = the club name
Middle = club symbol, name or colors
Bottom = usually their territory or a slogan

The term “Nomad” is given to a member with no fixed income and moves accord-
ing to the seasons. Also referred to as a wanderer and usually rides alone.

Women wear a rocker “Property of” not because they’re for sale but to show that
they are deserving of the same respect as any club member.

Clubs are all about respect since their colors are earned - not bought

Example of bylaws (from Devils Breed MC in Hawaii, retired in 2006 but today is
active)

- Everything with the colors is “owned” by the club (Jacket/t-shirts/coffee mugs/ &
bikes)

- All meetings must be attended & colors worn.

- Must ride your bike to all meetings.

- If your bike is down (inop) for more than 30 days, your colors are confiscated.

- Once it’s fixed, it must stay fixed for at least a week before you get your colors back.



Protocol Basics
- If introduced, give your name, org, position, and chapter
- Wait for a handshake to be offered, if it is not, move on.
- If asked about the GWRRA, some responses might be:
- our patch is bought, not earned
- all makes of bikes are welcomed
- We are neutral and do not wear any MC support patches
- *women riders are welcomed and encouraged to become officers.
* Don’t brag about local or national membership (could be perceived as a threat)
- Always show respect

Specific to large public gatherings : Daytona Bike week, Leesburg, Sebring,
Biketober

-lif an establishment has the sign “No Colors”, it's best to remove anything with the
GWRRA logo out of respect to the policy as well as any MC members inside who have re-
moved theirs.

- If asked to remove your patch, do so and move on. They will usually only ask once.
- When admiring bikes, do so without touching. We appreciate the same.
- Avoid the terms “Prospect” and “Brother”. Shows disrespect.

Public Perception - All of our actions reflect on t he motorcycle community
- MC ride in large groups or packs --- so do we.
- MC wear jackets and vests with patches on them --- so do we.
