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FLORIDA DISTRICT VISITATION AND WANDERER PROGRAM

PurposeTo promote visitation of chapter participants by attending the events of other chapters
and the Florida Wing Gathering. To expose GWRRA members to new friends and FUN activities
in all of Florida. The only non-Florida event covered under this Visitation Program is the Region A
Rally.

Rule #1All participants must have FUN!

Rule #2For “Wanderer Capture” a minimum of three (3) chapter participants with current
membership is required. No minimum requirement on all other visitations.

Rule #3Members of the District Staff are allowed to participate in the visitation total for their Home
chapter provided they travel with the chapter to the event. All District Staff, except District
Directors, will be eligible to count for “Wanderer Capture.”

Rule #4The Wanderer will be awarded by the possessing chapter in the following manner:
» Each member with current GWRRA membership card will be given a ticket.

» The chapter designation (example: FL4-Z) is to be written on the ticket and given to the
responsible chapter staff for The Wanderer Lotto drawing.

« If all participants arrived by motorcycle, the ranking chapter staff member will be given ten (10)
bonus tickets for the lotto drawing for their chapter.

* A last call for these tickets will be made at the end of the event.

* The possessing CD or their designee will then draw a ticket. The winning chapter will be
announced as the victor!

Capturing chapter must notify the District Director s within 48 hours so that the next
capture date can be posted. The next capture date  must be within 15 days of
capture. Bgberry93@tampabay.rr.com

Rule #5The “Wanderer” must be available at Chapter Poker Runs/Rallies, Monthly Gatherings,
Kick-Tires or can be made available at an event strictly created for the Wanderer Give Away on a
weekend within the 15 day window. PLP’s, educational sessions, and calendar ride destinations
excluded.

An attempt to claim the “Wanderer” at their meeting place before the completion of the event is
not allowed. A chapter attempting to “capture” should arrive on time but no later than 15 minutes
after the announced starting time of the event in order to be eligible. An allowance up to 30
minutes after the start time will be allowed for Chapter Poker Runs/Rallies for Wanderer eligibility.



Rule #6 The “Wanderer” must pass through one chapter and be in the possession of the second
chapter before re-capture can occur. If the “Wanderer” remains more than thirty (30) days with the
same chapter, the re-capture rule is waived.

Rule #7The preferred mode of transportation is by motorcycle. Weather and health can be a
factor; therefore, a bonus of ten (10) tickets and ten (10) points will be awarded if all participants
travel by motorcycle.

Rule #8Any disputes must be settled by the District Director. If unavailable in person or by phone,
the “Wanderer Capture” will not be made until the DD makes the final decision.

» A cash prize will be awarded at the yearly Chapter Conference for the most “Wanderer”
captures (January 1st—December 15th). The “Wanderer” will be presented to that chapter for
permanent possession.

» A cash prize will be awarded for 1st thru 4th place for most chapter visitation points for the
calendar year (January 1st—December 15th).

Special seating at the annual Wing Gathering will be provided for the “Wanderer” winner and for
the 1st place Visitation winner.

This is supposed to be about Friends, FUN, and Safety. Hopefully, this will help energize our
Florida Visitation. If we fail to have FUN then no program or event will be successful.

Remember, FUN is the main reason we all do this!
