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Rider Training 

 

Team Riding  

 

 We were asked to talk about team (group) riding at our meetings so that our members 
will have a better idea on this concept.  The reason for the request is there have been several 
instances recently where the guidelines were not followed.  Not all of the instances were directly 

related to team riding, however they did happen on a ride.  

 We need to be aware that when we exit a street to a parking lot, gas station, restaurant, 
etc. that we need to move around so that all bikes can be off of the street.  When we stop to 
park our bikes with others still on the roadway we are creating a dangerous situation for the 
ones exposed.  The method for doing this is to go far enough away from the entrance even if this 
entails going around the building or past parking places.  We can always come back to the 

parking place after the bikes are off of the road.   

 While speaking of parking our bikes the way this should be done is for the first bike to 
pull up and get prepared for backing into the space, but they should not move until the second 
bike has pulled up and stopped.  After the bike next to you has stopped then it is safe for you to 
begin moving into the parking space.  We donõt want two bikes in motion with one going forward 

and the other backwards because this creates a hazardous condition.   

 We had an incident when leaving McDonalds where two bikes were possibly going to 
meet and one had to stop in order to prevent this.  One of the issues that was an underlying 
cause for this was that teams were not assigned prior to leaving the parking lot.  Without know-
ing who was riding in what team many of our riders started pulling out so that they could posi-
tion themselves with a team.  As leaders we need to assign members to the teams at the riderõs 
meeting so that this situation is less likely to happen.  It is best if we can assign the riders by 
where they are parked so that we donõt have one person from one end in group 1 with a person 
from the opposite end in the same group.  This has the one person riding past all of the other 

members when they are preparing to leave for their group.  

 We need also to consider the size of the teams.  The guidelines suggest that we have 3 to 
5 bikes in a team.  This is a very good idea, especially with all of the traffic lights in our area.  
We are much more likely to pass through a light with the smaller group than if we have more 
riders.  We must be careful and not go through red lights as this is dangerous and could also 
result in us receiving a fine.  Stopping is much safer, but be sure and check your mirrors be-
cause someone behind you might not be stopping, either from trying to get through the light or 

not paying attention.  

 There is one important concept to always re-
member on team riding, YOU and YOU alone are re-
sponsible for yourself.  You need to look for yourself to 
ensure that the lane is clear before changing lanes, 
donõt depend on the tail gunner for this entirely as 

someone may enter the lane after the lane was secured.
