Road Captain’s Course & Team Riding

We recently conducted a Road Captad@warse and not everyone was abk'~
to attend. In lieu of this, several items werecdssed at the meeting in Februal
Being a Road Captain does not mean that you madtde tail gun a group. How
ever if you are riding in the middle of the grouplahe group is separated at a lig|
you might be in that position. It is best if eveng knows what to do if they ar
placed in this position.

Chapter M strives to ride as a team oidas a group. What is the diffe
ence you ask? The difference is in a group thividaal riders do their own thing
and just ride. In a team all of the riders worlgdther and as such will present tl
chapter in a positive light.

Traveling as a team means organization. We tylgieadrk together in lane
changes and changing from staggered formatiomglesfile and back. The method we

use in lane changes involves the leader requestentpil gunner to secure the lane. The
tail gunner will secure the lane as soon as iaielg possible. If a delay is required they
will notify the leader that they heard the requasd will secure the lane. After the lane
is secure the tail gunner will say something simita“Left lane is secure, signal, look,
and move left”. Another method that is used is ntiee tail gunner decides it is best to
move the team from the rear to the front, usuatgmchanging from the right to the left
lane. The leader may also request a front to ¢bange. Typically this happens when
changing from the left lane to the right lane.

Another consideration is merging onto an interstai®rmally the tail gunner will not
be able to secure the merge lane and the leadecalifor everyone to merge on their own and raoige
after everyone is safely on the highway.

Lane choices are very important when travelinghaninterstate. When you are in the right hand
lane there is always the possibility that vehial@s cut into the group in an effort to exit. Thisually hap-
pens when someone is in a hurry and tries to pasteam and exit. Of course there are alwayséh&les
entering the highway. The merging traffic always la yield sign, but we know that many of the dsve
don’t know what that means. It is not always pcattfor the team to change lanes, however eadhidid
ual rider has the option to change lanes to sep#namselves from the merging vehicles. Applyirakbs
in anticipation of what the merging vehicle miglat subjects the riders in the back to danger fraffitr
hitting them from the rear. Many times what happisna person in the travel lanes applies thekdsand
so does the merging traffic, resulting in a blackhe road.

Always remember the most important thing in anyrteae. You are responsible for your own
self. Ride Safe.
